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Aiming high

As a result of the Policy review of children and young people that was part of the 2007
Comprehensive Spending Review, the government has published final reports in response to
three of the sub-reviews:

Aiming high for children: supporting families

Aiming High for Disabled Children: better support for families

Aiming high for young people: a ten year strategy for positive activities

Aiming High for Disabled Children: better support f or families

The implementation of Aiming High for Disabled Children is being managed through joint
arrangements between the DCSF, the Department of Health and their delivery partners in the
Care Services Improvement Partnership, the NHS and local authority children's services.

The report states, “The Government will also develop a Transition Support Programme. This
model should be based on the same principles as the early support programme, including
transparency, coordination and support for parents, children and professionals. It should be
based on the principle of enabling disabled young people to have choice and control over the
support needed in their daily lives, and should be embedded as a new model of working for
the years ahead.”

“This Transition Support Programme should include:
a young person’s information pack, including information on further education, training
opportunities and work options;
access to an advisor or key worker and advocacy and support;
consolidation of the person centred planning process from age 14, with increased
information for professionals, and coordinated and timely assessments based on the
young person’s aspirations, at key points to assist in the transition to adulthood, including
signposting to future appropriate provision; and
joint team working across agencies and with adult services to encourage a holistic
approach, and choice and control for young people.”

An update on the Every Child Matters website states that “We are continuing to consult with
a range of national and regional organisations involved in the transition process. This will
inform the development of the Transition Support Programme, including arrangements for
£19m funding provided over the Comprehensive Spending Review period to April 2011.”

At the Transition Information Network’s last reference group we spent the afternoon looking
at what the Transition Support Programme might look like and needs to include.

Aiming high for children: supporting families
Integrated support for those families with the most complex needs
This report looks at:

Raising the life chances of all children through a preventative approach

Supporting families caught in a cycle of low achievement.
The report articulates how the government will take forward reform of children's services over
the next Comprehensive Spending Review period. Their aims are to boost prevention and
early intervention; make services more responsive and personalised; and improve the
engagement of children, young people and families.

Aiming high for young people: a ten year strategy f or positive activities

Aiming High for Young People builds on the foundations laid by Youth Matters and focuses
on increased participation in positive activities; the creation of a more positive approach to
young people across society; and the empowerment of young people to have a greater
influence in the way services are delivered.

The strategy, led by the DCSF, sets out the Government’s vision for services for young
people for the next 10 years and aims for “all young people to enjoy happy, healthy and safe
teenage years that prepare them well for adult life and enable them to reach their full
potential — in short, to achieve the Every Child Matters Five outcomes” (pg.8).

The Governments vision is that by 2018:

- All young people will have access to a diverse and attractive local offer of purposeful,
engaging and exciting positive activities and places to go that responds to their needs and
supports their personal development, including providing routes into more dedicated
support and guidance for those who need it;

Disadvantage will no longer be a barrier to accessing local opportunities and activities will
be popular with young people from a wide range of different backgrounds, faiths and
ethnicities, actively bringing them together;

Parents will be fully informed about the available opportunities and have confidence in
their ability to support their teenagers development; and

Communities will play their part in providing opportunities and support for young people,
building stronger and more trusting relationships across the generations.

The strategy aims to achieve this through:

- Improving Youth Faculties through a new programme of capital investment (£60m new

funding and the use of unclaimed assets) to create a place for young people to go in
every constituency, including new and refurbished provision, with requirements that new
projects are youth led and bring young people together from different backgrounds.
Addressing the practical barriers to accessing activities by giving young people greater
influence of services to create a better understanding of the barriers they face;
continuing to fund LA’s to provide information about positive activities to young people (as
is their duty under the Education and Inspections Act 2006) in addition to promoting peer-
to-peer information sharing approaches to promote participation.
Extra support for young people with additional needs  addresses the additional barriers
to accessing services faced by many young people, including disabled young people,
through investment in the voluntary and community sector to enable them to develop
provision which reaches out to the most excluded young people and will expand the
availability of Positive Activities for Young People (PAYP) programme to ensure year
round provision to provide structured activities alongside advice and support, for those
who are most disadvantaged.

This could have huge impact on the lives of disabled young people in terms of access to
services. Young people are being urged to get involved at a local level deciding how the
money should be spent. It is important that disabled young people are also involved. Young
people can read more about this at www.need2know.co.uk/getinvolved.

Building on the best: final report and implementati on plan of the review of 14-19 work-
related learning

Department for Children, Schools and Families, October 2007

This review of work-related learning looks at how to improve the capacity and quality of
employer engagement. It is part of the implementation of the reforms to qualifications and the
curriculum set out in the 14-19 Education and Skills white paper. It includes an action plan
and recommendations to raise standards in the delivery of opportunities for work-related
learning.

Centres for Independent Living/Local user-led organ isations: A discussion paper by
Jenny Morris

In January 2005, the government gave a commitment that: By 2010, each locality (defined as
that area covered by a Council with social services responsibilities) should have a user-led
organisation, modelled on existing CILs (Centres for Independent Living).

Improving the Life Chances of Disabled People, 2005. p.91

This report looks at what needs to happen in order to fulfil this commitment. It was
commissioned by the Valuing People Support Team. The commitment in Improving Life
Chances provides an important opportunity to enable grassroots organisations to have a real
say and to make their unique contribution to how services are run. However, there are lots of
unanswered questions about how to get to having a user-led organisation modelled on
existing CILs in every locality by 2010. This report has identified some of these questions in
the hope that they will provide a starting point for making progress.

Progression through Partnership

A joint strategy between the DCSF, DH and DWP on the role of further education and
training in supporting people with learning difficulties and/or disabilities to achieve fulfilling
lives, published in June 2007, includes a number of commitments related to transition
including a proposal to explore a definition of transition which covers the period from the year
9 review to when the young person enters employment or alternative adult provision,
recognising that this will be at age 25 for some young people.

Connexions Update

Connexions is a multi-agency service, which provides information, advice and guidance to
young people, along with access to personal development opportunities. It aims to remove
barriers to learning and progression, and ensure young people make a smooth transition to
adulthood and working life.

Connexions is currently going through a process of transition. By April 2008, the funding that
currently goes directly to the 47 Connexions partnerships will go to the 150 local authority
areas. Connexions Direct continues to offer online information, advice and support for 13-19
year olds in England. It complements the face-to-face delivery of services provided through
existing local Connexions partnerships, local authorities and their subcontractors.

Standards for Connexions services have now been replaced with the following:

Quality Standards for Young People’s Information, A dvice and Guidance (IAG)
The Standards have been road tested, and the formal launch took place on 31 October. The
Standards will be operational from April 2008.
The standards include:
additional and sustained guidance and support is provided to those young people who
have specific needs (e.g. those with special needs/learning difficulties and/or disabilities,
Looked After Children, those with caring responsibilities)
young people with special needs/learning difficulties and/or disabilities are provided
(where required by statute or desirable) with a Transition Plan from Year 9 and a section
140 assessment in Year 11 (or later if they need it)
young people facing barriers to access to learning, training and employment are given the
help that they need to overcome these barriers

Public Service Agreements

In October the Government announced a reformed performance management framework
which places increased emphasis on a new relationship with public sector professionals and
includes a smaller, streamlined set of 30 new PSAs articulating the Government’s highest
priority outcomes for the CSRO7 period.

There are 30 new PSAs and each PSA is underpinned by a single Delivery Agreement
shared across all contributing departments and developed in consultation with delivery
partners and frontline workers.

A new PSA to increase the proportion of socially excluded adults in settled
accommodation and employment, education or training , focusing on four groups at high
risk of suffering from multiple disadvantage and negotiating difficult transition points — care
leavers, offenders under probation supervision; adults with secondary mental health
problems; and adults with moderate to severe learning disabilities.

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New Youth Taskforce established

A new Youth Taskforce has been established at the Department for Children, Schools and
Families (DCSF) to focus on delivering positive activities for young people to improve
outcomes and prevent them getting into trouble. The new taskforce has been created from
the Respect Taskforce, which moved from the Home Office to DCSF when Gordon Brown
restructured the Government in June this year. The new task force will be led by Anne
Weinstock.

Staying Safe is a major consultation, which provides the opportunity for the government to
consult with parents, children, young people, our partners and the children's workforce on
children's safety. Staying Safe aims to:
- Raise awareness of the importance of safeguarding children and young people
Promote better understanding of safeguarding issues, encouraging a change
in behaviour towards children and young people, and their safety and welfare
Ensure work in this area is coherent, and effectively coordinated across government,
by outlining existing work in this area
Reinforce existing activity by proposing new actions to plug gaps and improve
linkages.

Time to Talk
In response to the DCSF's Time to Talk consultation, Every Disabled Child Matters campaign
submitted its latest campaign reports - 'If | could change one thing...'

These reports are a collection of responses from the hundreds of disabled children and their
parents, who were asked the question: "If you were Prime Minister for a day and could
change one thing, what would it be?"

The top three things disabled children and young people  wanted to change were:
1. to have more fun things to do

2. to change negative attitudes to disability

3. to make it everyone’s right to get a good education.

The top three things that parents wanted to change were:

1. to not have to fight for support

2. to be included in their communities

3. to be able to find educational provision that meets their child’s needs.

EDCM has been delighted with the commitment shown to improving the lives of disabled
children and their families by government, and in particular, by the Secretary of State Ed
Balls, through the publication of 'Aiming High for Disabled Children.' However much more
needs to be done for services to meet the needs of families with disabled children to ensure
they are able to lead ordinary lives. These reports indicate the most important challenges that
need addressing according to disabled children and their parents.

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Bullying

Disabled Young people continue to experience high levels of bullying. However there is a lot
of work going on around the country to raise awareness of bullying of disabled young people
and to reduce it.

The government has written a new guide for schools on how they can tackle bullying. This
guide is called Safe to Learn: Embedding Anti-Bullying Work in Schools, and can be
downloaded from:

The government has now asked the Council for Disabled Children (CDC) and the Anti-
Bullying Alliance (ABA) to work together to write a guide for schools about what they should
do if disabled students and those with special educational needs are being bullied and how to
stop this from happening. As part of their research, they will talk to disabled children and
young people about their experiences of being bullied and what they think schools should do
to stop bullying. They will look at examples of mainstream and special schools that have
been successful at stopping students from being bullied. They will also talk to people like
teachers, Connexions advisers, SENCO'’s, learning support assistants, school nurses,
speech and language therapists and Educational Psychologists about their views. The guide
will then be written and put on a website for schools to download and use.

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Criminal Justice System

Disabled young people with learning disabilities are over represented in the criminal justice
system. Research about the numbers of people with learning disabilities in the criminal
justice system is starting to emerge, however a great deal of work is still needed in this area.
If you are working in this area, or know of work that is not listed below, the Transition
Information Network would be grateful to hear from you as we are currently building up our
bank of evidence. See contact details below.

Earlier this year research by the University of Liverpool highlighted the high numbers of
people with learning disabilities and difficulties held behind bars. In March the Prison Reform
Trust launched ‘No One Knows’, a new UK-wide programme of work to investigate and
improve the treatment of people with learning disabilities and difficulties in the criminal justice
system.

Equal Access to Justice project — Voice UK
Our Equal Access to Justice project is about getting equal access to justice for people with
learning disabilities. Voice UK have employed an Equal Access to Justice Project Worker
who:

Works with advocacy and self help groups

Provides training to people who work in the criminal justice system

Produces accessible guides

Works with groups and organisations to protect people from abuse.

Daniel Hardy works for VOICE UK as an Equal Justice Project Worker. With the assistance
of his support worker he can provide training for people who work in the criminal justice
system, such as the police, solicitors and lawyers. Daniel also visits advocacy and self
advocacy groups, telling people with learning disabilities more about the criminal justice
system and how to keep safe from crime and abuse.

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The Dynamite Experience

Dynamite is a two-year programme of work focused on developing self-directed support for
disabled young people as they grow in to adulthood (transition).

With the end of the first two years of work with seven local authorities an evaluation has
been published on the Dynamite project. The project has focused on introducing self-
directed support to young people as they move into adulthood. The evaluation provides an
honest overview of the work from both local authorities and more importantly families
perspectives.

There are now 33 young people with individual budgets and a further number with plans in
place for when they leave school next July. Following swiftly on from the work of the seven
sites another 5 are making progress in offering families and young people allocations and
starting to compose support plans.

This project, although challenging, at times overwhelming and often hard work has proved
to be a real success for many of the 58 families and young people who started out. There
have been some failures however, and there continues to be a real need to build real
meaningful and respectful relationships between young people, their families and local
authorities. The positive feedback far outweighs this, to quote one mother ‘...this is the
best thing that | have ever done for my son.’

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What Kind of Future? Leading meaningful lives after school and college
This 2 year project will focus on finding new approaches to help young people with Down’s
syndrome to be included after school and college.
From the scoping study and consultation conducted as part of this project, we know that
many young people find it hard to:

build and maintain social networks

find a range of opportunities including work.

Even those who attended mainstream school find it find to move on to paid employment.
We have some anecdotal evidence that young people lead more active lives and have a
greater community involvement if they have experienced some of the more innovative
approaches including:

person-centred planning

self-advocacy

circle of support

individual budgets such as Direct Payments

We want to collate evidence from some of the young people who have benefited from the
innovative approaches. We will then produce a web based booklet promoting their
experiences. We will then test out the efficacy of these approaches with other young people.
The project will culminate in a final booklet to be disseminated widely to young people with
Down’s syndrome and their families.

150 disabled Londoners are set to become qualified sports coaches following the launch of
Coach-ability, a new initiative from the London Sports Forum for Disabled People.

The project will dramatically increase the number of disabled sports coaches in London,
encouraging more disabled people to take up sport and physical activity ahead of 2012 and
dispelling the myth that disabled people cannot become competent and successful coaches.

Disabled Londoners currently have fewer opportunities to become involved in sport and
fewer training facilities to access. This results in less than one in five disabled adults in
London regularly taking part in any sport and physical activity. Now, following a £500,000
grant from the London Development Agency, Coach-ability will offer 150 disabled participants
a chance to forge careers in the sports that they love. The project provides free coaching
training in over twenty different sports, a personalized support package and a mentor who
will encourage them to complete their qualification and find employment.

Speaking at the launch of Coach-ability at Mile End Sports Centre, Chief Executive of the
London’s Sport Forum for Disabled People, Stewart Lucas said: "This innovative project will
increase disabled people's involvement in the development and provision of sport across
London. To achieve the goal of full equality for disabled people in the world of sport, disabled
individuals need to be involved at all levels of influence. This project's true mark of success
will be the newly qualified coaches working with not just other disabled athletes, but also non
disabled sports men and women"

The study, Help to move on: transition pathways for young people with learning difficulties in
residential schools and colleges, by the Norah Fry Research Centre at the University of
Bristol and The Home Farm Trust found that the move from school or college is a stressful
time for families and young people with learning disabilities. Despite government guidance on
transition planning for this group of young people, the distance away from home often gets in
the way of careful and timely planning for the next move.

Robina Mallett, Family Care Support Officer at HFT, added: “This group of young people
have more complicated support needs than most but this should not mean that they and their
families have such a tough time getting what they need: our work with Norah Fry gives plenty
of reminders about how we can improve things.”
